This TS700 Programm abl e tough scree n th ermostat is des igned to control electric 
und erfloor hea ting systems, electri c hea ting devices or on/ off valve actuators used in 
water hea ting systems. Th e TS700 ca n be fully programed to autom ate your heating 
cycle to suit your life styl e or ca n be use in a simpl e manual mode. With a built in air 
se nsor and extern al floor se nsor the TS700 is a mod ern, stylish easy to operate 
th ermostat w ith high fun ction ality suitabl e for multipl e uses .

1- Power 

Press powe r key to turn TS700 unit ON and OFF. Also used to accept and exit 
program and advanced settings pages . 

2-Up" "and Down " 

Use the" " and " keys to increase and decrease th e t emperature, (please 
note th e scree n will revert to th e original screen after 3 seconds of inactivity when 
ch anging manu al t emperature) or to set values required in ea ch individual program or 
setting. 

Lock Screen "8 " Hold th e" "a nd " "keys simultaneously for 10 seconds to 
lock th e scree n, (after 10 seconds symbol w ill appea r at bottom of scree n). To 
unlock repea t this process for 10 seconds to unlock th e screen. 

3 - Time and Day Setting 

Hold key for 10 seconds until th e time, (minutes) start fl as hing. Use the 
and " "keys set the correct minutes . Once the minutes are correct press the key 
and the hours w ill start fl as hing. Aga in use the" "a nd " " keys to set the correct 
hours/ tim e. Once the hours and time are correct press th e key aga in and th e 
days w ill start fla shing. Please note th e days are represe nted by numbers 1- 7. 
Monday= 1, Tu esday= 2, Wedn es day= 3, etc et c. Use the" " and " " keys to set 
th e correct day of the wee k. Press the key once more and th e th ermostat w ill 
revert to the hom e scree n and th e new time and day should be as per your settings . 

4 - Mode selection Key/ automated program set up . 

W hen th e unit is on press the key to change betwee n "manual" and 
"a utomatic modes . Each tim e the key is pressed the unit w ill ch ange 
betwee n mod es .

5 - Programming: Event time and temperature 
Th e below tabl e shows the default settings for the TSL700 5/ 2 day mod e.

(Note: When autom ating your heating you are not turning th e th ermostat or heating 
'on' and 'off' during the day but simply changing the tim e and temperature 6 tim es 
during a 24 hour cycle. Th e thermostat will th en autom ate the hea ting according to 
th e set times and temperatures you have input to suit your lifestyle). 

Program your TS700. 

Th ere are 3 autom ated mod es to se lect from, (see adva nced settings ). Th ese 
instructions explain how to set the default 5/ 2 day mod e. The 5/ 2 option sets days 1-5, 
(Monday - Frid ay) all the sa me and days 6-7, (Sa turday- Sunday) both the sa me. The 
sa me setting prin cipl es below should be used to set 6/ 1 and 7 day modes . 

To set up th e autom atic programing, hold the m key for 10 seconds. On ce the 
scree n changes to show only th e tim e and day numbers on left hand side, use the" 
and " " to set Event tim e. This tim e should be w hen you first wa nt the heating to 
change temperature, (ie the tim e w hen you get up in th e morning). Once the tim e is 
correct press and th en aga in using th e" "a nd " " keys set Event 1 temperature 
you require at this tim e. You have now set Event 1 time and temperature set points in 
your daily Schedul e. The th ermostat w ill now hold this setting until you set th e next 
time and temperature setting For Event 2 in th e next stage . 

Event 2. Press aga in and the .p symbol at th e top of the scree n w ill ch ange to 
Using th e" and " " keys ch ange th e tim e to w hen you wa nt the t emperature to 
change aga in, (ie w hen you leave the house for work). On ce th e tim e is set press 
and the aga in using th e" and " keys change the t emperature you require at 
this time. You have now competed Eve nt 2. 

Repea t the above process for ( the remaining events 3-6. On ce you have 
set up events 1- 6 press m and th e wee kend setting will appea r for 
days 6-7, (Saturd ay and Sunday). Aga in set the tim e using" and " "a nd press m 
Now set t emperature w ith" "a nd " "a nd press m . You w ill now see the event 
symbol has changed fro m.pto Note: There are only two events on wee kend setting, 
(ie t emperature is turn ed up in the morning.p and dow n in the eve ning Complete 
th e wee kend time and temperature settings . By press ing you ca n go back 
ove r your settings for each event to check ove r th em and make any changes using" 
and " keys if required. On ce you are happy w ith your settings press" c.,0 " to confirm 
th ese settings and return to the main/ hom e page . (Note: For th e th ermostat to run 
your new settings the symbol must be highlighted. When on the hom e page, If is 
not show ing press m on ce and will appea r).

Fitting: 
1. Release the front cove r by inse rting a screwdriver into bottom release slot and 
tw ist gently. 

2. Taking th e bac king plate off by sliding meta l locking band up.

3. Insta ll th e bac king plate on to t he electri ca l connection box w ith screws provided. 
(We recommend a 47mm deep back box, supplied by others). 

4. Wire thermostat into feed, load and se nsor ca bl es and maneuve r unit firml y 
back against bac king plate. Lock thermostat back to backing pl ate by sliding metal 
locking back dow n ove r clamps.

6. Press Thermostat cover back over scree n by loca ting top lugs fi rst t hen press ing 
bottom clips firml y back to close .
